
ACTORS DEAL MEMORANDUM

1. (a)  the Film Company   (“the Producer”)

(b) the Actor    (“the Artist”) 

(c)the Agent    (“the Agent”)

2. DATED
3. FILM
(The Film) 

4. ROLE 

(The Actor’s Character)

5. PERIOD OF ENGAGEMENT
The [Artist] shall provide the Artist’s exclusive services:

5.1 During principal photography of the Film which is currently scheduled for ------

5.2 For reasonable periods required for rehearsals, fittings and an interview for the documentary and the like.

5.3 During any period the Artist is providing his services hereunder he/she shall do so to the best of his/her skill and ability at such times for such hours of working and whenever the Producer may require and in accordance with the Producer’s instructions provided that the Producer shall not without the Artist’s approval (not to be unreasonably withheld) require the Artist to work more than a 12 hour day from arrival on set to release on set.

6. COMPENSATION
6.1 £-------- (The Actor’s Fee) to cover the period of engagement and be full consideration for the Artist’s services hereunder except as specified in clause 6.2 and 7, and the sum to be payable in 1 instalment within 30 days of completion of filming.

6.2 Previously agreed expenses will be paid at the end of the contract on production of receipts.

7. OVERAGE
7.1
If the Artist is required to perform services in relation to the shooting of his/her role in excess of the above days chosen by the Producer under clause 5.1 the Producer shall pay the Artist £----- per day.

7.2.1 If the Artist is required to perform services in relation to the post-production of the Film (excluding the first post-synchronisation day which shall be free) the Producer shall pay the Artist £----- per day.

8. STAND-IN
For any period during which the Artist is providing services the Producer shall provide the Artist with a non-exclusive utility stand-in.

9. TRAVEL 
For any period during which the Artist is providing services the Producer shall provide the Artist with: 

9.1 A non-exclusive car between the set and the location to be arranged by the Producer.

10. CREDIT
Subject to the Artist performing the services hereunder and appearing on screen; the Artist will receive screen credit in the main titles.

11. PUBLICITY
The Artist shall, subject to his prior approval (not to be unreasonably withheld), provide publicity and promotional services on a second call basis on the same travel basis as set out in this agreement.

12. VIDEOS
The Artist will be sent one VHS video of the Film as soon as commercially available.

13. MISCELLANEOUS
13.1 The compensation referred to includes full payment for any overtime and night-shoots and is payable by way of complete buy-out of all rights of whatsoever nature in the Artist’s services and no further sums, shall be payable by reason of the exploitation of the Film in any and all media throughout the universe.

13.2 All rights in the nature of copyright in the Artist’s services are hereby by way of present and future copyright assigned to the Producer absolutely throughout the world for the full period of copyright and all renewals and extensions thereof.  The Artist hereby irrevocably grants all necessary Performers Rights under the Copyright Designs and Patents Act 1988 (“the Act”) and any subsequent legislation and hereby irrevocably waives all moral rights under the Act subject to the credit provisions hereof.  The Artist confirms that the assignment hereunder includes all rental and lending rights under the law of any country whether now or hereinafter and that the consideration hereunder is full and equitable consideration for such rights.

14. No casual or inadvertent failure by the Producer to accord credit or the failure of a third party to do so shall constitute a breach hereof.  The Artist’s remedies in the event of a breach of the credit provisions hereof shall be limited to damages and on no account shall the Artist be entitled to enjoin or restrain the exploitation of the Film.  The Producer agrees to contractually require third parties to comply with credit provisions set out herein.

15. All monies shall be paid to the Agent whose receipt shall constitute a full discharge.  Any notice to be given hereunder shall be given to the agent and deemed served when delivered if by hand or 48 hours after first class posting or on the day of fax transmission.

16. The Producer is hereby authorised to use and authorise others to use the Artist’s name, approved photograph, approved likeness and voice to promote the Film and in all ancillary exploitation.

17. The Artist warrants that:

17.1 The Artist is freely able to enter this agreement and comply with its provisions and is not under any obligation to any third party which would conflict or interfere with the services or obligations to be rendered or performed hereunder;

18. The Artist undertakes to:

18.1 Attend as where and when the Producer may reasonably require for the performance of the Artist’s services;

18.2 Render such services as the Producer reasonably requires to the best of the Artist’s skill and ability punctuality and willingly as directed by the Producer.

19. The Producer shall be entitled to assign the benefit of this agreement but shall remain liable for its obligations hereunder.
